MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD IN HUTTON VILLAGE HALL ON 16TH AUGUST 2010

53/10   APOLOGIES

54/10   MINUTES

It was resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 28th June 2010 having been circulated previously be approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record. 

55/10   DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Hesketh declared an interest in all planning applications due to his membership of SRBC planning committee. In accordance with the Monitoring Officers guidance he did not take part in the debate or voting on any planning applications.
56/10   ADJOURNMENT FOR PUBLIC DISCUSSION

The meeting was adjourned for a period of public discussion. 

A representative of the Village Hall Management Committee mentioned that the Committee had not seen the planning application to create a flagged area surrounded by wooden fence as a secure play area for the children of Hutton Playgroup. It was her understanding following discussions with the Playgroup that the area was to have been an all weather facility which was not shown on the application. It was confirmed that the submitted application had not been seen by the Committee and was not in accordance with previous discussions on the matter with the Playgroup. It appeared therefore that the proper process of consultation both with the Management Committee and Parish Council had not been followed and it was suggested that the views of the Management Committee should be sought before the Parish Council gave consent for the proposed works to take place.
It was mentioned by a member of the public that obstructive parking on the access road by the Sylhet Restaurant is once again taking place and that the garage are seemingly also using the restaurant car park for business activities not covered by planning permissions. The Police & SRBC have been advised by the resident concerned who will also keep the Parish Council informed.

It was similarly mentioned that some of the planning permissions relating to Orchard Farm were seemingly still not being met. The Planning Authority has been informed by a concerned local resident.
Concerns were again raised with regard to parking issues around the Anchor Drive junction with Liverpool Road which were originally highlighted in the Village Plan in 2007. It was maintained that the position was now considerably worse as a result of the installation of a pedestrian crossing which made this area very congested at times. Mention will be made to the Highways Authority who will be asked to consider the issue and provide a response.

A request has been made that United Utilities undertake a presentation to the Parish Council hopefully at the next meeting in order to update residents with regard to the works connected to the Ribble Estuary & Coastal Waters Environmental Improvement Scheme.
Hutton has reached the final stages of the Best Kept Village Competition – final judging is expected over the next few days.
The meeting was then re-convened.
57/10    PLANNING APPLICATION

To consider (as lessee of the land held and used by Hutton Village Hall) giving consent to planning application number 2010/0427 to provide a flagged area surrounded by wooden fence as a secure play area for the children of Hutton Playgroup.
It was resolved that this Parish Council should defer its decision to give consent to the above proposals until such time as the Village Hall Management Committee has had an opportunity to consider the planning application in detail.

The adverse affect on neighbour amenity due to the garish nature of the signs and their design.

1. That a logical reason given for the signs is to 'attract passing custom' however the signs are not visible from the road or pavement coming from the Preston direction until you can see the shop itself and do not therefore achieve their objective

2. The attraction of passing road traffic user might create additional road hazards at a blind corner by causing vehicles to suddenly decide to stop.

3. The signs are out of keeping with the character of the area since no other similar signs exist on Liverpool Rd from Hutton roundabout through Hutton and indeed into Longton. 

4. This is rural area which would be blemished by these signs and it would set an unwelcome precedent for the future.

5. The retail outlet has established a small coloured flashing sign inside the window of the premises which does not appear to have been covered by the planning application.
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It was resolved that the above accounts should be approved for payment.
It was noted that payment 000968 included the bench at £195.00 (minute number 48/10) together with delivery, fixing kit and recoverable Vat.
It was noted that payment 000969 included the replacement telephone £53.55 (minute number 49/10) together with recoverable Vat.

Members had been asked to consider improvements to the village pond which involved contributions from SRBC, LCC by way of a Green Partnership Award and the Parish Council up to a level of £100 in terms of Lengthsman time. Confirmation had been received that the GPA (£486) had been granted on the basis of the partnership as outlined above which would be paid to the Parish Council who would then pay for the materials from this source leaving SRBC and the Parish Council itself to provide their contribution by way of the man hours required to complete the works.

It was resolved that the project should be undertaken as set out above.
